5th grade celebration

The PTO pays for a luncheon for the fifth graders to celebrate their “graduation” from JBN.  The money helps to pay for lunch, a memory book to go to the LRC, and any other misc. expenses.
After School Art Program

The PTO sponsors an after school art program.
Art Appreciation Maintenance
The PTO has made an annual commitment to support the AVIC Program, which maintains a set of artwork that circulates among the elementary schools in the District. The program is funded by the Multi-School Art Maintenance Fund, which is managed by the Foundation for Education Excellence. Annual contribution checks are payable to the Foundation for Education Excellence. 
Art Appreciation Supplies

The PTO pays for supplies purchased by Picture Persons (Art Moms) at JBN to enhance their presentations of artwork in the classrooms. Do not confuse this with Art Appreciation Maintenance.
Assemblies
The PTO pays for speakers to come and speak to the children at several assemblies each year.
Bank Charges

These are fees for checks, deposit slips and may including NSF check fees (we usually recoup these fees from the check writer).
Batavia H.S. Post Prom

The PTO has elected to give $50.00 every year to the Post Prom Committee at Batavia High School to use as they see fit. 

Batavia Parent Academay
This is a group that puts together many seminars throughout the year that are available to Batavia families to assist them in child rearing. Each PTO is responsible for paying the Foundation for Education Excellence to help offset the costs of the guest speakers.
Book Fair

This is a fundraising event which takes place in October in the JBN Learning Resource Center. 
Bulletin Boards

These expenses are for the materials necessary to update the PTO bulletin board in the hall outside the Main Office during the school year. This account may see no activity at all during the course of a year if supplies are sufficient for the Bulletin Board committee to do its job.
Chorus (music)

The PTO supports the JBN Chorus by paying for legal copies of sheet music, tapes, CDs, DVDs, and for an occasional treat for the kids.
Cougars Game Outing

This is an annual outing for JB Nelson families to see the Kane County Cougars minor league baseball team play.  This event is intended to build a sense of community for the families of JBN. It is not intended to generate income for the PTO.
Courtyard Expenses

The PTO pays for annual maintenance of the JB Nelson School courtyard as the Batavia School District does not provide any funds for that purpose.

Eastside Café
This pizza fundraiser occurs in March/April. 
Effortless Fundraising Programs

These are monthly ongoing fundraising programs where contributions are made to the JBN PTO by local and national chain merchants. Contributions are determined as a percentage of expenditures made at their stores by local families. These programs include: Jewel Shop ‘N Share Days, Pizza Nights (Domino’s, Nancy’s, others) McDonald’s McCare program and Target’s Take Charge Of Education program. 


Family Directory
The PTO pays a portion of the costs to create the Family Directory in order to lower the cost to JBN families.
Field Day

The PTO sponsors a fun day of outdoor activities for the kids to wrap up the school year in May. 
Field Trips

The PTO subsidizes field trips to lessen the costs to the families at JB Nelson.
Flower Sale

This is an Annual Fundraiser which takes place in April. 
Fun Fair

This is a bi-annual fundraiser which takes place in Spring on alternating years with the Holiday Workshop. Numerous games are set up in individual classrooms, such as, cake walk in Commons, DJ or some other large set-up in Gym. 
Gift Wrap Sale/ FALL FUNDRAISER
This is an annual fundraiser which takes place in October. Highest net income of any PTO fundraiser.

Grade Level Subscriptions

The PTO pays for age-appropriate news magazines (e.g. Time For Kids) that the children in each classroom get on a regular basis as a way of keeping abreast of current events. 
Poinsettia Sale

Annual Fundraiser which takes place in December. 

Holiday Workshop

Bi-Annual Fundraiser which takes place first week in December on alternating years with the Fun Fair. Second-highest net income for PTO fundraisers. There are crafts that children can buy to give to their parents and also for adults. Usually involves a bake sale, raffle and photos with Santa, as well as some general food sales. 


Hospitality 
This item covers a variety of expenses, from refreshments at PTO General Meetings to year-end teacher and volunteer appreciation.
Ice Cream Social

This is PTO-Sponsored Entertainment which takes place in May. Activities are typically confined to outdoor areas, gymnasium, and courtyard. It is not intended to be a fundraiser. It is an event to generate a sense of community and fun for the families.
Interest Income

Interest paid by the bank on the Checking Account and on CDs.
Instrument Sale

A used instrument sale fundraiser usually in the spring.
Kindergarten Preview

Takes place in May. PTO may assist with the school’s costs of postage, mailing expenses, and occasionally (every 3 to 4 years) for folders used to hold the information distributed to parents. PTO only purchased cookies and juice in 2008

Learning Resource Center Allocation
The PTO purchases books, supplies and other items for the LRC. 
Market Day

This is a Monthly Fundraiser which is the sale of frozen foods to JBN families, with the JBN PTO getting a cut of the profits. Items are pre-ordered, and they are paid for on the pick-up date. 


Movie Night

This is a fun night of entertainment for the kids. A movie is purchased and viewed in the Gym every couple of months. This is not a fundraiser but a community builder. It has however been profitable and very successful. It pays for itself. Concessions are sold as well. 
PTO Paper

The PTO has its own, separate, segregated stock of paper for its use in a variety of colors. 
School Enrichment

This is an optional/elected expense (not part of the PTO annual budget) also known as the “Wish List”. Generally the teachers make requests to the PTO membership for items to enhance the children’s overall experience at JB Nelson. The decisions to devote PTO funds to these requests (which can, at times, be for several thousand dollars) are based largely on 1) the merit of the requests and use for educational enrichment and 2) the availability of Unrestricted Cash to fund the requests. Whether the costs of the requested items/services are fairly priced is also important. Requests are presented, discussed and voted on each at the PTO General Meetings.

School Supplies

School supplies are sold by the PTO as a convenience to JBN families. Some school supplies are pre-ordered, whereas others are paid for on the pick-up date. It is not intended to generate income for the PTO.
Special Appropriations

This line item is for unforeseen, one-time-type expenses. In order to avoid unbudgeted expenses each year from unanticipated/unknown sources, the PTO has set up this catch-all account. Typical expenses falling under this line item include flowers or gifts for hospitalized individuals, and retirement gifts, but the limit is only what the PTO reasonably decides to do with the money.

The budget amount fluctuates every year as the PTO decides its priorities, and is often used as a “budget balancer” (i.e. once all other line items have been set, this item becomes the difference between total income and total expenses, thus establishing a balanced budget).
Spelling Bee
This event takes place in May. The PTO pays for the cost of a trophy.
Spirit Wear

This category is for the sales of clothing bearing the JB Nelson name and logo. This is intended to help generate school spirit and is not intended to create income for the PTO.
Teacher Allocations

The PTO provides funds to the teachers at JBN to use each year to enhance their classrooms.
Treasurer Expenses

These are expenses associated with performing Treasurer’s duties, such as, postage stamps, envelopes, folders, Quicken software, paper and endorsement stamps. 
Yearbook

The PTO provides funds for film and developing of pictures to be given to our yearbook vendor for incorporation into the yearbooks. 
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
